ACHAEMENID HILT
DECORATED WITH THE HEAD OF A GRIFFIN

The pommel of the hilt described in the article was that of an Achaemenid machaira, a cavalry
slashing weapon, borrowed by the Persians from the Greeks. According to Curtius Rufus (III. 3.6),
Darius I1I at the beginning of his rule changed the shape of daggers after the Greek pattern (see
also Diod. XV. 55.1). The machaira hilt is made in the Achaemenid style, but is quite unique in
the Eastern area.

Since the hilt under discussion bears no resemblance to the Achaemenid hilts represented of
Persepolis reliefs or to other hilts found in the Oxus Temple, it is clear that the shape of the hilt is
new to the Achaemenids and was adopted from the Greeks. Judging by paintings of the red-figures
vases of the period of the Graeco-Persian wars, the Greeks believed that the Persians had used
machairas long before Darius III. Written sources (Her. IV. 70; Xen. Cyr. . 2.9; I 1. 21; II. 3.
10; IV. 5. 58; VI. 1. 2; VIL 1. 34) also testify to an earlier use of machairas by the Persians as and
ritual weapons. :

Griffins were widely represented in Achaemenid monumental art and in jewerly, including
masterpieces from the Oxus Treasure (Ne 14, 17, 23, 110, 116a).

In the Achaemenid world the image of a griffin had a broad semantic range discussed by the
authors. The Greeks believed in the existence of griffins in India. In India itself griffins were
regarded as gods’ neighbours and keepers of common sacred nature.

The exact date given by Curtius Rufus cannot be decisive for dating the Takht-i-Sangin hilt.
Proceeding from the style of representation it would be more correct to place the date of the
manufacture of the hilt with a griffin within a broader chronological time frame: 450—331 B.C.
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
