THE SYRDARYA’S ANCIENT NAME

V. A. Livshits

Having analysed the etymologies of the Syrdarya’s old name Yaksart, the author supports the theory
of its Sogdian origin. X§arta was a hydronym, derived from the root x§av («to flow, to stream») by
means of the feminine suffix f@. The component ya may be interpreted as the definite article.
